If the court has given you permission to tell the other party about this divorce case 
by running a notice in the newspaper, use this form to tell the newspaper what to 
print. This is called service by publication. 
The Notice of Divorce Proceeding must be printed in the newspaper once a week for 
three weeks in a row. 
It must be in a newspaper printed in the county where the complaint is filed. If there 
isn’t a newspaper printed in that county, it can be in a newspaper printed in this
